Leads Children’s Inn Board

Bethesda, MD – Linda K. Berdine, founder of two multi-million dollar Information Technology (IT) companies in the Washington area, became Chair of the Board of Directors of The Children’s Inn at NIH on Oct. 7.

The Children’s Inn at NIH is a private, non-profit residential facility at the National Institutes of Health in Bethesda, MD. The Inn provides a safe, supportive “place like home” free of charge for families during groundbreaking medical therapies at NIH. Children come from across the country and more than 80 countries. 

The Inn’s mission is to care for the heart, soul and spirit of families during their most trying times.  Since opening in 1990, more than 10,000 seriously ill children and their families have made almost 40,000 visits to The Inn.

Ms. Berdine has been a key staff liaison to members of Congress and has served as officer in charge of multi-million dollar projects nationwide and abroad.  She was selected to be a member of the Congressional Delegation Task Force to represent the United States in Eastern Europe.  In 2005, her company, G&B Solutions Inc., a Virginia-based information technology and management-consulting firm, was ranked the sixth fastest growing company in the Washington, D.C. region by the Washington Business Journal.  In the years 2006-2009 G&B Solutions received the Top 50 fastest growing company award in the Metropolitan area.


The winner of more than 30 awards for contributions to the Information Technology field, Ms Berdine also was selected last year as one of the Top 100 CEOs in the Washington, DC area.  She received the Ernst Young Entrepreneur of the Year award in 2008.  In 2007, Ms. Berdine won the Women in Technology Entrepreneur Leadership Award.  She was voted Executive of the Year in 2006 by the Professional Services Council and Virginia Government Contractors Council.  She was twice voted as one of the Top 100 Federal Executives.

Even before joining the Board of The Inn in 2006, Ms. Berdine launched an enormously successful gala to benefit The Children’s Inn while serving on the Board for the Bethesda Chapter of AFCEA, (Armed Forces, Communications and Electronics Association) The gala opened the doors to many other IT company supporters of The Inn. The "Night for the Children" galas have contributed approximately $4 million to benefit seriously ill children and families at The Inn.  

On a personal level, Ms. Berdine's foundation donated the funds to build a multi-use outdoor "Sports Court" at The Inn, which gives residents a chance to relieve stress and unwind after a day of rigorous treatment at the Clinical Center hospital.
